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A Successful 10 day Field Trip to Hawaii
The Department of Anthropology and Geography went on a field study trip to Hawaii! Professors Ron
Schirmer, Ph.D. and Phillip Larson, Ph.D. led a group of Geography, Earth Science, Anthropology, and
Geology students (enrolled in Geog 440 and Geog 610) on a 10-day learning experience from Feb. 23 -
March 4. These courses are the curricular culmination of the EARTH Systems Lab idea for our students.

The group visited the "Big Island"- Hawaii Island - during their classes. These courses are critical, applied,
experiential-learning-focused offerings that challenge students to apply concepts and theory learned in
classes in their programs to new, spectacular, and challenging settings that help them build a more robust
and holistic understanding of physical and cultural landscapes (both in the present and past).

Phil Larson, Ph.D. of the Earth Science Program was
contacted by an author, environmentalist, and
documentarian, David Ellingson, who paddled the whole of
the Mississippi River and then later the headwaters to
participate in the film, "Headwaters: Kayaking Through
Climate Change." The film features clips of their in-depth
conversation about regional rivers and environmental issues.
Dr. Larson attributed this opportunity in part to the hard work
faculty and students are doing within the EARTH Systems
Laboratory, in our Earth Science and Geography programs.
The documentary has also been showcased at several film
festivals and gatherings across the country, including the
Farm to Film Fest in Washington, IA.

Brain Awareness Week
Adam Steiner Ph.D., a neuroscientist and associate professor in
psychology, and two psychology students (Haley Zinnel and
MacKenzie Berg) visited the Children’s House on campus as part of
Brain Awareness Week. They had preschoolers build piper cleaner
neurons and then led them through a tour of the brain zoo – a dozen
different animal brain replicas. As part of this outreach, they read a
book emphasizing the role of plasticity in learning, learning from
one’s mistakes, and how resiliency can make learning about oneself
(and the brain) fun!  This event was made possible in part by a
generous grant from the Dana Foundation and the Internation Brain
Research Organization (IBRO).

The high demand for these tests and the urgent need
for more raters led ACTFL to create an online course to train potential raters. As a
current OPI tester and AAPPL (ACTFL Assessment of Performance toward
Proficiency in Languages) rater for Language Testing International, with whom Dr.
Torner has been associated for 25 years, he was invited and encouraged by LTI to
add this certification to help with this need. He completed the three-week course
and successfully passed the required tests to earn the certification.
